Attribute Description 

VALUE 
Forest canopy base height (CBH) describes the lowest point in a stand where there is sufficient available 
fuel (=> .25 in dia.) to propagate fire vertically through the canopy. Specifically, CBH is defined as the 
lowest point at which the canopy bulk density is >= 0.012 kg m-3.
